SUBJECT: FISCAL YEAR 2011 OLMSTED SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

1. THE OLMSTED SCHOLAR PROGRAM ENCOMPASSES THE VISION OF MILITARY OFFICERS AND THEIR FAMILIES IMMERSING THEMSELVES IN A FOREIGN CULTURE OF CHOICE WHILE THE OFFICER STUDIES IN A FOREIGN LANGUAGE IN A LIBERAL ARTS FIELD OF HIS/HER CHOICE, HOWEVER, CANDIDATES MUST BE FLEXIBLE IN THE DETERMINATION OF UNIVERSITY AND FIELD OF STUDY AND UNDERSTAND THAT THE OLMSTED FOUNDATION HAS THE FINAL DECISION ON THIS SUBJECT. FOLLOWING EXTENSIVE LANGUAGE TRAINING, SCHOLARS ARE EXPECTED TO BECOME FAMILIAR WITH THE INSTITUTIONS, CHARACTERISTICS, CUSTOMS, HISTORY, CULTURE AND PEOPLE OF THE HOST NATION. THEY ARE EXPECTED TO TRAVEL EXTENSIVELY AND ACQUIRE A FAMILIARITY WITH THE HOST COUNTRY AND REGION. MANY SCHOLARS ARE ABLE TO EARN A FOREIGN MASTER'S DEGREE OR ITS U.S. EQUIVALENT UPON COMPLETION OF PROGRAM. 2. SELECTION PROCESS: THE U.S. ARMY HUMAN RESOURCES COMMAND (HRC) OLMSTED SCHOLARSHIP SELECTION BOARD WILL CONVENE ON 17 SEPTEMBER 2010 TO SELECT AN UNDETERMINED NUMBER OF CANDIDATES TO FORWARD TO THE OLMSTED FOUNDATION FOR SELECTION OF SCHOLARS. APPLICANTS WILL BE NOTIFIED OF THE HRC SELECTION BOARD RESULTS IN OCTOBER 2010. FINAL SELECTION WILL BE MADE IN MARCH 2011.
3. SCHOLARSHIP TENURE/LOCATION: SCHOLARS WILL ATTEND EXTENSIVE LANGUAGE TRAINING AT THE DEFENSE LANGUAGE INSTITUTE, PRESIDIO OF MONTEREY, CA OR AT AN OVERSEAS LOCATION (TBD). FOLLOWING SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF LANGUAGE TRAINING SCHOLARS WILL BE ASSIGNED TO THE U.S. ARMY STUDENT DETACHMENT, FORT JACKSON, SC WITH DUTY AT A FOREIGN UNIVERSITY. DUTY AT FOREIGN UNIVERSITY WILL BE FOR TWENTY-FOUR MONTHS. SCHOLARSHIP WILL BEGIN SUMMER/FALL 2011.
4. OBLIGATIONS INCURRED: SCHOLARS INCUR A THREE FOR ONE ACTIVE DUTY SERVICE OBLIGATION (ADSO), COMPUTED IN DAYS, IAW AR 350-100 FOR EVERYDAY IN PROGRAM. THIS ADSO IS SERVED CONSECUTIVELY WITH OTHER CIVILIAN ADSOS.
5. PREREQUISITES: CANDIDATES MUST
A. BE A REGULAR ARMY (RA) BRANCH OFFICER.
B. BE DESIGNATED INTO ONE OF THE FOLLOWING CAREER FIELDS: 11, 13, 14, 15, 18, 19, 21, 25, 29, 30, 31, 34, 35, 37, 38, 40, 74 OR 90.
C. HAVE THE POTENTIAL FOR FUTURE MILITARY SERVICE.
D. HAVE A MINIMUM OF THREE ACTIVE FEDERAL COMMISSIONED SERVICE (AFCS) YEARS, BUT NOT MORE THAN ELEVEN ACTIVE FEDERAL SERVICE (AFS) YEARS BY   1 APRIL 2011.
E. HAVE A MINIMUM UNDERGRADUATE GRADE POINT AVERAGE OF 3.0.
F. MEET ARMY HEIGHT AND WEIGHT REQUIREMENTS.
G. HAVE AT LEAST ONE KEY DEVELOPMENTAL ASSIGNMENT OFFICER EVALUATION REPORT FOR CURRENT GRADE.
H. HAVE A MINIMUM DEFENSE LANGUAGE APTITUDE BATTERY SCORE OF 85.
I. MUST NOT BE COMPETING FOR ANY OTHER ARMY-SPONSORED PROGRAM, FELLOWSHIP, OR SCHOLARSHIP.
J. MUST BE ABLE TO COMPLETE FULL SCHOLARSHIP WITHOUT INTERRUPTION.
K. NOT BE PENDING ANY ADVERSE ACTIONS.
L. HAVE MINIMUM GRE SCORES OF VERBAL 500 AND QUANTITATIVE 500. TEST DATE MUST BE WITHIN FIVE YEARS OF THIS APPLICATION. WAIVER FOR GRE TEST REQUIREMENT MAY BE GIVEN TO THOSE WITH DUTY IN IRAQ AND AFGHANISTAN ON A CASE-BY-CASE BASIS.
